He served on the San Antonio Zoning Commission, was McCollum High School All-Sports Booster Club President, volunteered for 20 years as a youth sports coach, and cooks and hosts barbecue plate fundraisers for civic and religious groups and those in need. In addition to his three terms on the Harlandale school board, he also served on the board of St. Leo’s Catholic School.  


Farias and his high school sweetheart, Angie, have been married 36 years, and they have four grown sons.
